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Walks
Due to the rural location of the Gite, you can find pleasant and flat circular routes from the front
door.

However, if you wanted to go further afield, we can recommend the following —

o Lacd’Hommes — If you're not feeling adventurous enough for the water sports on offer here,
it is also the perfect place for a stroll.

o Lacde Rille —There is a lovely 6km footpath running along the east side of the lake.

o Noyant — Park near the Intermarche Supermarket on Boulevard Paul Derre, and there is a
circular route starting where this road meets Rue de Plessis.

o Gizeux — A 4km trail starting at the town hall, you are then surrounded by greenery and a
varied landscape, passing by the Chateau before ending up back at the starting point.
Click here for a map of this route. The Chateau is well worth a visit; however, we do not
believe it is dog friendly.

Many of the towns have Tourist Information Offices, and they will have other printed walking routes
which you can take away.

o Chateau d’Amboise - Dogs in carriers allowed in the chateau; leashed dogs allowed in the
grounds.

o Chateau d’Azay-le-Rideau - Dogs in carriers allowed in the chateau; leashed dogs allowed in the
grounds.

o Chateau de Brézé — Unknown.

o Chateau de Chambord — Leashed dogs allowed in the grounds.

o Chateau de Chenonceau - Dogs in carriers allowed in the chateau; leashed dogs allowed in the
grounds.

o Chateau Chinon — Unknown.

o Chateau de Langeais — Leashed dogs allowed in the chateau and the grounds.

o Chateau de Saumur - Leashed dogs allowed in the grounds.

o Chateau de Villandry - Leashed dogs allowed in the grounds.

o Chateau d'Ussé — Unknown.

We have not taken a dog ourselves to any Chateaux, so we would advise contacting them ahead of
your visit to confirm the above information.

Dining Out
Most restaurants and cafés will usually allow dogs to join diners outside on the terraces, some will
allow them inside, but you would need to contact the individual establishment to confirm this.
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Travelling to France with a pet from the UK

You can enter or return to the UK with your pet if it:
o Has aworking and registered microchip
o Has a current rabies vaccination
o Has an animal health certificate

You cannot use a pet passport issued in Great Britain (England, Wales and Scotland), you must get an
animal health certificate.

How to get an animal health certificate
You must take your pet to your vet to get an animal health certificate. You need to do this no more
than 10 days before you travel.

The certificate needs to be signed by an ‘official veterinarian’ (OV). Check your vet can issue animal
health certificates. If they cannot, ask them to help you find an OV.

When you visit your vet, you'll need to take proof of your pet’s:
e microchipping date
e vaccination history

Your pet’s animal health certificate will be valid after the date of issue for:
e 10 days for entry into the EU or Northern Ireland
¢ 4 months for onward travel within the EU
e 4 months for re-entry to Great Britain

Your pet will need a new animal health certificate for each trip to an EU country or Northern Ireland
from Great Britain.

On arrival in the EU, you will need to enter through a designated Travellers’ point of entry (TPE).
At the TPE, you may need to present proof of:

o Your pet’s microchip

o Rabies vaccination

o Your animal health certificate

Returning to the UK

When returning to the UK, you must take your dog to a French vets no less than 24 hours and no
more than 120 hours before you enter the UK. They will need to have a health check and treatment
for tapeworm. This must be recorded in the pet passport.
