Swimming Pool Declaration

Swimming Pool Declaration

The swimming pool is open from May half term until the end of September.
The pool is a constant 1.5 metres deep with the top step being 1 metre wide with a water depth of
300mm, suitable for young children and non-swimmers but always under supervision. It is fully computer

operated, with the water quality and heating being automatic.

Guests are advised that the pool does not have a lifeguard on duty at any time and that all persons using
the pool do so entirely at their own risk.

The owners shall not be liable for any personal injury, loss or damage whatsoever caused as a result of
the use of any children’s equipment, toys, balls, barbeque or other equipment left at the property for use
by the client and their guests during the rental period.

It is a requirement of french law that the electronic pool cover is kept in the closed position whenever
the pool is unattended. The lead guest on the rental agreement is responsible for ensuring that this

legislation is met at all times whilst guests are residing at the property.

The pool cover must only be operated by a responsible adult and no children are allowed in the pool area
at any time without a supervising adult. The pool cover key must be removed after use.

At no time should a child or adult walk or lay on the pool cover. This is a safety feature of the pool and
use of this nature will damage the cover and result in expensive repairs.

To operate the pool cover:
o Turn the key anti-clockwise. The key can be left in place, the cover will open automatically and
stop once it is fully open.
o When closing, the key must be held in place until close. Please close the pool cover at the end of
each day.
The key is stored on the key hooks, in the kitchen next to the oven. There is also the key to the pool
house on the same key ring.

The following safety and hygiene notices are provided for the safety and continued enjoyment of the
pool for both our current and future guests. Your respect for these rules is requested.

No diving into the pool

No running around the pool

Children under the age of 16 must be accompanied by an adult at all times

No glassware or other breakables are allowed in the pool area

No pets are allowed in the pool at any time

No food or drinks are to be consumed whilst in the pool

Young children and non-swimmers are advised to wear suitable flotation devices

Please do not stand or jump on the sun loungers
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Any damage to the pool or equipment will be payable in full by you
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
